Saint Mark was a follower of Jesus and the author of the Gospel of
Mark. Tradition says that he was born in Jerusalem and the son of

the woman whose house the apostles hid in after Jesus’ death and
where the Holy Spirit fell at Pentecost. He was the cousin of St.

Barnabas close to St. Peter and St. Paul. It was St. Peter’s teachings
that the Gospel of St. Mark is based upon.  He became the first

bishop of Alexandria and is considered the father of Christianity in
Africa. 

At Easter we celebrate the new life given to us through Christ’s death
and resurrection. When you go out spot all the signs of new life. 
That might be babies, lambs, bulbs flowering and trees bursting into
bud.
Perhaps you could plant some seeds or bulbs and take care of them
and watch them grow during the 50 days of the Easter season.
